Wednesday 19th October  2011 - accepted unanimously as a true record and signed by the Chairman.

Matters arising  - Item 5 Cllr Handley queried if funding for a lease was now available  
The Clerk pointed out funds were available if the Council opted to so use on this issue.

Council members’ declarations of interest for items on the agenda. Item 4 section on SOSA4 Cllr Rainbow Personal, Item 17 Cllrs Gregory & Ashworth Personal – association with certain sites

NSDC Local Development Plan – Allocations DPD Consultation – It was noted that an extensive consultation has been undertaken; the deadline for submission was now 25th November 2011; all residents comments will be appended to the consultation document; the document comprises three parts – Summary/Sites analysis/ Residents letters. Comments from this meeting will be added to the next version for distribution to the Council for final comments before submission on 25th November.
The Clerk left the meeting at this point due to ill health. Cllr Prentice made notes, discussed such with the Clerk who has produced the following minutes based on the notes and discussion.

Queens Jubilee Event – it was reported that a photography competition ‘My Southwell’  for three age groups and a shop window ‘odd object’ competition  are being organised - a prize will be given to the winners, for which sponsorship is being sought; possible road closure is being investigated.

NCC Solar Panel installation on the Bramley Centre – consultation –referred from Planning. It was agreed Cllr Gregory and the Deputy Clerk to write in support of  the application.

To note the Expression of Interest in the Community Budgets initiative - The Chairman reported that an Expression of Interest in the Neighbourhood Level Community Budget initiative has been submitted as agreed at the last meeting of the Full Council. More detail had been required than had originally been envisaged, however to ensure the deadline for the initiative was met, a submission was made on the understanding this 
can be withdrawn at any point and should the Expression of Interest be of
interest to the Dept of Communities then full and detailed discussions 
will be held by the Council prior to any actions being taken by the Council.

Chairman’s Report and Announcements. It was reported :- A letter of condolence was sent to the family of a recently killed soldier from the Mercian Regiment; the Council organised Lantern Walk is planned for 10th December – volunteers welcome; Service of Remembrance very well received; £500 received from NCC Councillors Divisional Fund as a contribution to the Newsletter; further meeting regarding regular Saturday road closure would be held by NCC in the new year.

County Councillor’s Report   - Cllr Laughton commented that, in his opinion, the Expression of Interest (EoI) from the Town Council to the Community Budgets initiative had not properly reflected previous discussions between the CC and STC and he understood the CC was withdrawing its letter of support and NSDC had not yet received a copy of the EoI.


Following repeated interruptions from a particular Councillor, the Chairman informed him such  behaviour was disruptive and if continued,  he would be asked to leave the meeting.

It was agreed unanimously the decision taken at the August Finance & Policy meeting would stand, that is, no honorariums would be paid to Councillors or Staff.

It was Proposed and Resolved unanimously  ‘That in view of the confidential nature of the business (Discussion regarding  provision of Cemetery in Southwell  - information previously circulated)  about to be transacted, it is advisable in the 
public interest that the press and public be temporarily excluded and they are  instructed to withdraw’.  

Discussions noted:- NSDC have been party to the Cemetery Working Group discussions and advice from the DC is still awaited;  the benefits, capacity and drawbacks of the possible options for a site were outlined, concluding that none of the sites are ideal;  no other organisation in town is willing to investigate provision of a cemetery.

It was Proposed and Resolved unanimously that ‘The Town Council asks NSDC to provide details of actions needed, showing outline timings and potential costings, to undertake a Compulsory Purchase Order for the ‘Badgers Field’.
