It was Proposed and Resolved unanimously ‘The Council adopt the draft Terms of 
Reference for the Planning Committee’.  (Planning Committee ToR v1 May 2011)

NCC Local Improvement Scheme – it was commented:-  that this scheme should not be used for activities that should be undertaken as part of ongoing highways maintenance work; proposals should reflect definite environmental improvements; residents should be consulted requesting their ideas; proposed projects should meet the brief and highlight environmental improvements; possible voting on scheme selection by residents via the website /tokens. Potential projects raised by Councillors to date are:- Installation of a refuge near Southwell Care Home; Installation of a refuge near Lower Kirklington Road and Station Road junction; Public toilet in the north part of town; ‘Screening’ off Kings Court from the Market Square.

It was agreed unanimously to advertise the LIS to residents using, newspapers, website, posters and the Town Forum and feedback at the July meeting where2/3 ideas will be selected to go forward.

Cemetery Provision in Southwell –It was Proposed and Resolved unanimously that ‘A Cemetery Working Group is established comprising Cllrs P Rainbow, B Smith, P Harris’. 

It was agreed the Working Group should look at available sites/prioritising sites/costs/current situation regarding any CPO’s and work out an appropriate timetable.

Southwell Police Station update – As the Police had not responded to previous letters there was nothing to report. It was agreed unanimously to write again reiterating the content of the previous letters and requesting a copy of the report pertaining to the potential closure of the Southwell police Station.

To receive an update from the Town Forum regarding use of the s106 funds for new play equipment. It was noted that the proposals presented at the Town Forum are to be taken to the Minster School Council meeting/ additional ideas include a Youth Shelter on the War Memorial Park/ feedback is needed from Lowes Wong School.

Sees Twinning Reception; the Save Roman Southwell Campaign has over 2,000 signatures  - 
the site application will possibly come up at NSDC Planning in August/ Nottingham 
University archaeologists ‘digs’ in town have uncovered many interesting articles / the 
purchase of the Orchard has been delayed due to technical issues/ the use of Easthorpe Hall
