The Chairman reported he and the Vice Chairman had visited three local organisations:- 

1) Southwell Care Home – experience problems crossing Upton Road – would like an assessment of the area for either a crossing or refuge – HWG to raise with NCC; Will possibly use Courthouse facilities for training; would like more event information – contact details given. 


2) Minster School – general discussion on facilities for young people in the town


3) Live at Home Scheme – problems with transport and lack of volunteer drivers – queried provision of a community bus. It was noted the latter is unlikely in the current economic climate but the issue of volunteer drivers to be raised at the next Town Forum.

Chairman’s Report and Announcements. It was reported:- The Chairman is to present the 
Nottingham City Transport  ‘Season Driver Award’ to a Pathfinder driver in the near future; 
complaints received about the foul smelling water beneath the new bridge on Riverside have 
been reported to Severn Trent who have advised contacting the Environment Agency – which 
has been actioned; Reports have been heard that the Medical Centre is to lose some funding – 
situation to be ascertained.
