It was agreed that Councillors would attend the District Planning Meeting on the 8th November to represent STC and object to planning applications 11/01316/FUL, Rosemount, Halam Road and 08/01639/FULM, Minster School site, Church Street.

It was noted that there would be a temporary closure of Becher’s Walk footpath from its junction with Burgage Lane for a distance of 235 metres from 3rd January to 13th January 2012 for resurfacing.

It was agreed that NCC notification to place PV panels on the roof the Bramley Centre would be placed on the next Full Council Agenda for consultation.

It was noted that NCC planning application for the retention of existing temporary modular classrooms at Lowes Wong Junior School would be considered on the 8th November at County Hall. The Deputy Clerk was asked to forward STC comments. The Deputy Clerk reported that the Councils comments had been sent.

The Chairman read out the response from NSDC enforcement regarding the removal of the hoardings from the Church Street site.


A resident was allowed to read out a statement with concerns about a development which is taking place on Landseer Road which she had requested the help of planning enforcement.
