3.1 Church Street Site; The deputy Clerk had sent a email to enforcement regarding the hoarding being taken down from the site and the site being open to public view and receiving a number of complaints from residents. No response as yet from NSDC enforcement, Deputy Clerk to send another letter.

3.2 The NSDC Community Infrastructure Levy Charging Schedule will come into effect on 1st December 2011. It was noted that only 0.5% of the funding raised would be allocated to Southwell and the Committee agreed that the Allocations & Development Management DPD Working Group would establish Terms of Reference.

3.3 It was noted that there would be temporary road closure from the Burgage to the Minster entrance on Westgate on Sunday 13th November between the hours of 10.30 – 11.30am for the British Legion Remembrance Parade.

4.1 Planning Committee Minutes 7th September 2011 were agreed unanimously as a true record and signed by the Chairman.

5 Transport and Highways matters: 
5.1 The HWG had discussed lighting in the town with NCC and asked that consideration be given to the type of lighting used to be appropriate for the area.
5.2 The Committee recognised J. Horton from Nottinghamshire County Council, Highways North commending her work saying that she has established a positive relationship between the CC and STC.
5.3 The interactive speed sign on Halam Road had been out of action for a number of months. Repairs had taken place in the last week but the sign was still not working. The Deputy Clerk was asked to contact NCC Highways North, Cllr Bruce Laughton agreed to enquire why it had not been repaired.
5.4 Cllr. Bruce Laughton reported that there was funding to allocate for an extra pedestrian crossing, location to be decided.
