NCC notification of proposed development:
It was proposed and unanimously agreed to send a letter to NCC stating that the installation and utilisation of waste oil recycling at Crew Lane Industrial Estate by A & V Squires Plant Co. Ltd had been noted, the following points were detailed:

·         Noise:  Noise is produced during the manufacture of Biodiesel and the Council are concerned about what measures are being taken to sound proof and reduce the levels in relation to the neighbouring residential properties.

·         Temporary Building: The Council would be more supportive if a time frame for the use of a temporary building had been indicated with regard to the production taking place in a shipping container.

·         Odours: During the manufacturing process are steps being taken to minimise the release of any unpleasant odours being released into the surrounding residential area.
