Chairman’s notices:
The Chairman reported that Cllr P. Harris had replaced Cllr P. Jenkins on the District Council Planning Committee.
The Agenda Item covering discussion of the Localism Bill was not on the agenda.  The Chairman had spoken to Peter Wilkinson, manager of NSDC Planning Section who is happy to attend a future meeting to explain the bill.  It was agreed that he be invited to attend the Full Council Meeting in June when the new Council would be in place.

It was agreed that a Planning Sub-Committee meeting be held at 6.00pm on 16 February before the Full Council Meeting, Cllr R. Dobson to Chair.


The Chairman proposed, and it was unanimously agreed, that the May meeting of the Planning Committee be brought forward a week from 4 May to 27 April to free Councillors to carry out eve of polling activities.

Minutes of previous meeting

4.1 Planning Committee Minutes 5 January 2011 were agreed unanimously as a true record and signed by the Chairman
4.2 Matters arising –None.

5 Transport and Highways matters:  Cllr B. Prentice reported that it was important to have a NCC Highways officer attending the Highways Working Group (HWG) meetings. Councillors were asked to make a list of redundant signage around Southwell and to inform the Clerk, who will report them to NCC for removal.  The Heritage signpost at the top of Cooks Lane is missing, NCC will not be replacing it with a cast Heritage sign but have offered to replace it with a blue and white sign. Councillors agreed that this would not be in keeping to the surroundings and would be disappointed if it was not replaced. J. Horton has agreed to send costing for a replacement cast sign for the Councils consideration.

The Clerk was asked to contact NCC to discuss buses parking on residential roads near Lowes Wong School.

Cllrs R. Dobson & M. Toy reported that Southwell Court Care Home would like a pedestrian crossing on Upton Road.  It was agreed to put this on the next HWG agenda.  It was also agreed that a crossing on The Ropewalk was even more important particularly since the town’s one-way system had greatly increased traffic flows.  It was pointed out that the Co-op had already paid for a crossing as part of their Section 106 agreement and the Deputy Clerk was instructed to contact the appropriate officer at Highways to press for this crossing as a matter of urgency.  It was also agreed to get local schools involved as part of their “Safer to Schools” campaign.
There are now only 2 wooden posts left on the new footpath on Kirklington Road leading to the Maythorne junction.  It was agreed to put this item on the next HWG agenda as the present situation constituted a grave danger to pedestrians.

Planning applications:  The Chairman proposed and it was unanimously agreed to take Agenda Item 6.7 at this stage to facilitate the participation of members of the public. It was unanimously agreed to suspend Standing Orders to enable them to address the Committee and answer questions.  Standing Orders were then re-instated to enable the Committee to reach its decision.
