Newark & Sherwood Core Strategy Examination: The Chairman reported that 3 sessions and at least one site visit had taken place.  The inspector’s report is expected in mid-February and then the District Council will decide whether to accept or reject his conclusions.  Specific sites will then be considered.

Transport and Highways matters:  There has been a meeting between Church Street residents and County Council officers regarding the traffic problems being experienced.  A further meeting is scheduled for 13 January.

Grit bins:  The criteria for positioning of grit bins were discussed but Cllr Laughton 
said that because there was a national shortage of bins the criteria are in flux.  The 
Deputy Clerk was asked to write to Highways to congratulate them on the gritting 
carried out in the recent cold spell – especially the gritting of pavements.
