NSDC Planning Decisions:  Noted. The Planning Committee expressed disappointment at the District Council’s refusal for planning Application 11/00392/FUL, Holy Trinity Church, despite STC’s support. It was unanimously agreed that the Deputy Clerk write to planning services asking for clarification of the District Council’s policy on photovoltaic panels in a conservation area. Clarity is needed to help residents know under what circumstances planning permission might be approved or refused.

Community Infrastructure Levy Draft Charging Schedule: Cllr Harris proposed that STC should attend the examination hearing on 20 & 21 July, specifically for questions 4 and 5 in order to press the case for a variable charging schedule which would encourage the building of small houses and small industrial units. It was resolved that Cllr Harris attends the hearing.
